adjustment (P<0.05). Also, there was positive aigghificant relation between

child attitudes’ to mother with all three typesewshotional, educational, and social
adjustment (P<0.01). There was positive and sicpmfi relation between tendency
to communicate with opposite sex on emotional ddjaat (P<0.01), educational
adjustment (P<0.01) but not social adjustment. Al results of multiple

regression was showed that child attitudes’ to meothnticipates tendency to
communicate with opposite sex. This study is iniilleathe impotence of feeling

and emotions in teenage girl with their parentgcedly mothers. So that, the
interaction difficult mother - daughter is good doast for their communications
out of cultural framework and adjustment level.
