Abstract

The aim of this study was to evaluate the psychomptoperties of Persian
version of the Dependency-Oriented and Achieven@gnted Psychological
Control Scale in high school students. The metHaddis study was descriptive
and correlational. All high schools of Dehdashtinigithe school year of 2013-
2014 formed the population of the study. 310 stiglerere selected by random
multistage cluster sampling. All of the studentsmpteted psychological
control scale, Beck Anxiety Inventory and Rosenb8elf-Esteem Inventory.
For data analysis, exploratory factor analysis,nBexh's alpha and Pearson
correlation were used. The results of exploratagtdr analysis showed that
this scale was saturated with two factors, Depety@€@riented psychological
control and Achievement-Oriented psychological oantThe validity of
Dependency-Oriented and Achievement-Oriented Psyglual Control Scale
obtained 0.88 for the whole scale and each of thlesles including
Dependency-Oriented Psychological Control obtaiggdd and Achievement-
Oriented Psychological Control obtained 0.83 by nbexch alpha which
showed the high power of the instruments. The tesshowed that
Dependency-Oriented and Achievement-Oriented P$gglual Control Scale
had acceptable psychometric properties for higlo@cktudents and it can be
used as a reliable instrument in psychologicalietud
