A sample
of 120 people was selected from this population by cluster random sampling method and they answered
the researcher-made questionnaire of interpretiveness and social conformity and the questionnaire of
social commitment. Data were analyzed using Pearson correlation coefficient and regression tests using
SPSS 25 software.

BN The results of correlation coefficient showed that interpretiveness has a positive and
significant relationship with the total score of social compliance and social commitment (p <0.05).
The results of regression analysis also showed that 11% of the total variance of interpretiveness is

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So all algebras exist, but they are not determinative; It can
therefore be seen how Blumer sees society as the
determining framework for behavior; That is, man as an
actor interprets this framework (society with a social
structure). What forms the intellectual foundation of the
followers of this school is fundamentally different from the
concepts in the natural sciences as well as the theories of
factors. In factor theories, we are faced with two concepts
of cause and effect, one as an independent variable and the
other as a dependent variable that determines the
occurrence of an event with certainty. In this regard, one-
sided existence of the cause of the piece and the algebra of
the occurrence of the disability will follow; But in
interpretiveism, instead of cause and effect, the two
concepts of introduction and conclusion are used. The
introduction has two aspects, objective and subjective.
From the point of view of this school, human behavior and
action are subject to mental and objective processes and
especially the dialectical interrelationship between them,
and to understand it, one must pay attention to both
processes. Group and social behaviors, organizations and
social institutions are all the result of this dialectic of object
and mind(tanhaie,2009).

It seems that one of the variables related to Blumer's theory
of interpretiveness is social conformity. Conformity is a
powerful social phenomenon that encourages individuals
to change their personal views and behaviors in order to
agree with the opposing majority (a greater proportion of
group members with conflicting opinions or behaviors)
(Asch, 1951).
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On the other hand, today, the diminution of social
commitment has become a social issue and is related to the
social structures of society. This can face many problems
in the social system (Mubaraki, Afshani and Karalivand,
2018). Commitment is a sense of responsibility that each
person has towards their role in relationships with others.
In fact, social commitment has been considered as a degree
of internalization of values and goals and a kind of sense of
loyalty to society (Yousefi, Farhoudizadeh and Lashkari
Darbandi, 2012).

Therefore, the present study aimed to investigate the role
of social compliance and social commitment in Bloomer's
interpretive orthodoxy in high school teachers.

2. Materials and Methods

The present study is applied in terms of purpose and
descriptive-correlational in terms of method. The
statistical population of the present study included all
high school teachers in Ardabil in the academic year
1399-1398 who were selected as a sample by cluster
random sampling of 120 teachers and participated in
the study. The data collected in this study were
analyzed using descriptive statistical tools such as
mean and standard deviation and Pearson correlation
and regression tests using SPSS25 software.

3. Results

The results of Table 1 show that interpretiveism with; The
total score of social compliance (r = 0.23; p <0.05) Social
commitment (r = 0.33; p <0.05) has a positive and
significant relationship.

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4. Discussion and Conclusion

The results of correlation coefficient showed that
interpretiveness has a positive and significant
relationship with the total score of social compliance
and also the results of regression analysis showed that
the variable of social compliance with a beta of 20%
can significantly predict interpretiveness. The results
of this finding can be explained using the theory of
symbolic interaction. The theory of symbolic
interaction states that human beings in the process of
social interaction symbolically transmit meanings to
others and others interpret these meaningful symbols
and react based on their interpretation of these
symbols. This theory considers man as an autonomous
and active being in social actions, not a passive being
who interacts with the environment and individuals
through his mental process and interpretation of the
situation. This theory does not provide a complete
explanation for society; Because according to this
theory, society, government and social institutions are
abstract and subjective concepts, and in contrast, man
and his interaction are real issues. This theory focuses
on what meanings people consider for the actions of
others, how these meanings are created, how others
respond to these meanings, and how people relate to
each other (Anvari, 2011).

It is a framework that helps to understand how to
maintain and build a community through frequent
interactions between individuals. The interpretive
process that takes place between interactions helps to
create and recreate meaning. It is the common
understanding and interpretation of meanings that
affects the interaction between individuals.
Individuals act on the hypothesis of a common
understanding of meaning in their social context;
Thus, interaction and behavior are regulated by a
common meaning to which objects and concepts are
attached. From this point of view, people live in both
natural and symbolic environments.

The results of correlation coefficient showed that
interpretiveness has a positive and significant
relationship with the total score of social commitment
and also the results of regression analysis showed that
the social commitment variable with a beta of 31% can
significantly predict interpretiveness. In explaining
this assumption, it can be said that in the theory of

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interpretivism, social interaction occurs not among the
forms or constituent elements of the structure or
organization but among the actors. In this context,
social interaction is a process in which man, with the
help of his power of interpretation, shapes and
organizes his behavior and behavior towards others, or
builds his behavior towards others or social status in
contrast to social commitment, a factor for
satisfaction. Reciprocal needs of community members
and thus increase solidarity and cohesion and create a
sense of loyalty to society. Due to their dependence on
society, such people are ready to sacrifice for the
society (Mobaraki et al., 2011).

One of the limitations of this research is the lack of
research records and its implementation in a
geographical area. Therefore, it is suggested that a
similar study be conducted in other geographical areas
in future studies. Practically, due to the importance of
social cohesion and social commitment, it is suggested
to school principals, psychologists and counselors to
hold training workshops to improve the adaptation and
social commitment of teachers.
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
