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ABSTRACT

OloJEilH  The aim of the current research is to predict perceived learning based on perceived social
support and sense of belonging to school in students.

This research is applied in terms of its purpose and descriptive/correlational based on the
method of data collection. The population of this research consisted of all female students of the first and
second secondary schools in Shiraz. The sample of this research was 375 female students of Shiraz city
who was selected from secondary schools of this city due to the spread of Corona at the time of conducting
the research. To collect the data, the school belongingness questionnaire by Berry, Betty and Watt (2004),
the Perceived Social Support Scale by Zimmet et al. (1988) and the Perceived Learning Scale by
Richmond et al. (1987) were used. The data was analyzed using Pearson's correlation coefficient and
multiple regression.

The results of Pearson's correlation coefficient showed that there is a positive and significant
relationship between perceived social support and feeling of belonging to school with perceived
learning (P<0.001). The multivariate regression showed that 88% of the variance of the students'
perceived learning was explained by the perceived social support variables and the sense of
belonging to the school.

According to the obtained results, it can be said that perceived social support and feeling of
belonging to the school are among the extra-personal and intra-personal factors that affect perceived
learning, and special attention should be paid to these structures in the educational system.
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education provides the context for participation,
interaction, effective and intelligent communication
of learners with each other (Moore and Kiasli, 2012).

1. Introduction

oday, the World Wide Web is one of the
most important technologies that is used in
almost all areas of human life, the most
important of which is education. Web
Gostar's global network is used in distance
education as a comprehensive educational
environment and also to support face-to-
face learning activities. Virtual learning is
also a part of the applications of distance
education through the global network.
Virtual learning is considered the most
important attraction of educational systems
(Mahotra, 2021). In addition, virtual
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Perceived learning is a good indicator to check the
academic progress compared to the grades obtained
by the learners. Perceived learning is a set of beliefs
and feelings of learners regarding their current
learning (Al-Gorashi, 2019). Perceived learning
refers to the retrospective evaluation of learning
experiences that happened in the past, or in other
words, it refers to the set of interests and tendencies
that played a role during learning.

Many teenagers have a good relationship with others
in the school environment, especially teachers and
peers, and have a feeling of belonging to their school
(Wang & Nishina, 2022).
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This basic psychological need is defined as a sense of
belonging to the school environment (Carroll, 2018).
Belonging to school is a form of belonging, which refers
to students' subjective perception of being valued and
supported in their school environment (Middleton et al.,
2021). The feeling of belonging to the school includes the
student's feeling that he is an important and respected
member of his school. This feeling is especially based on
a feeling of being accepted, included or welcomed in the
school environment (Aker and Shahin, 2022).

Among the external factors related to school connection,
we can mention the social support perceived by parents,
teachers and peers. Social support is defined as the
provision of material and psychological resources through
social connections that lead to increased coping capacity
(Lagdon et al., 2021). Social support is defined as one's
perceptions of general support or specific supportive
behaviors (available or applied) by individuals in the
social network that enhance one's performance or act as a
protective factor against adverse outcomes (Godick,
Hershberger, Brunas and Dunn, 2022).

In general, the sense of belonging to the school is mostly
related to the satisfaction of the school and obeying the
school rules, which may reflect the students' perception of
the school environment, academic adjustment and attitude
towards the school. However, the conducted researches
have emphasized more on intrapersonal factors and less
studies have dealt with extrapersonal factors and the role
of technology use and perceived support from parents.
Therefore, this study was conducted with the aim of
predicting perceived learning based on perceived social
support and sense of belonging to school in students.

2. Materials and Methods

This research is applied in terms of its purpose and
descriptive/correlational based on the method of data
collection. The population of this research was made
up of all female students of the first and second
secondary level in Shiraz in the academic year of
1401-12000. The sample of this research was 375
female students of the first and second secondary level
in Shiraz city, who were selected from among the
secondary schools of this city due to the spread of
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Corona at the time of the research. In this way, after
obtaining the necessary permits and in compliance
with ethical standards, randomly from among the 5
districts of Shiraz city, three districts were selected in
an accessible manner, as well as access to schools and
coordination with the principals of four girls' high
schools (two junior high schools and two high
schools). 2nd high school) the selection and link of the
online questionnaire was provided to them to complete
the questionnaire. In this research, according to the
G*Power software, the type of parametric statistical
analysis (Pearson correlation coefficient analysis,
multivariate regression), the probability of rejecting
the null hypothesis, alpha (o) 0.05, statistical power
0.95, the number of predictor variables (perceived
social support and the feeling of belonging to the
school), and the number of criteria variables
(perceived learning), the sample size was estimated to
be 111 people, but in this research, 375 people were
selected as the research sample due to the external
validity of the research and generalizability.

3. Results

To determine the effect of each of the components of
perceived social support and sense of belonging to
school as predictor variables and perceived learning as
criterion variable, they were analyzed by stepwise
multivariate regression analysis. The results of Table 4
show that when the components of perceived social
support and sense of belonging to school were entered
into the model, the overall model explained 75% of the
variance of the perceived learning variable. Beta values
of teacher support (Beta=0.504), academic participation
(Beta=0.337), perceived family support (Beta=0.220),
and perceived social support (Beta=0.063) as strong.
The most important variables for predicting learning are
perceived. Also, according to the results, the values of
tolerance statistics for all the predictor variables of the
research are greater than 0.1 and the values of the
variance increasing factor are smaller than 10 for all of
them. Therefore, according to the criteria of Klein's
(2010) viewpoint, multiple collinearity was not observed
in this research.

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4. Discussion and Conclusion

The aim of the current research is to predict perceived
learning based on perceived social support and sense
of belonging to school in students. The results of
Pearson's correlation coefficient showed that there is a
positive and significant relationship between
perceived social support and perceived learning. These
results are consistent with other studies, for example
(McKinnon, 2012; Ong et al., 2018; Tan et al., 2022;
Liu et al., 2021; Vilatti, Peachey, & Benjamin, 2022).
In explaining these results, it can be said that receiving
appropriate and supportive feedback from the
environment promotes the feeling of competence and
facilitates the transformation of natural tendencies and
self-discipline. Social support has a beneficial effect
by providing positive experiences and a sense of self-
worth and stability in a person's social life. In fact,
when students know that in the family and educational
environment, there is an external resource in addition
to their internal resources (self-confidence,
competence, efficiency, optimism, foresight), whichin
the situation of facing a stressful event. He can
communicate with these external sources and ask for
their support to resolve the issues and problems that
have arisen, his feeling of connection with the
educational environment and the family environment
as a provider of basic psychological needs increases
and he feels contentment and peace from the inside.
Therefore, this feeling of relaxation doubles his
cognitive, emotional and social capacity, which has a
positive effect on his school well-being and learning
experiences (Villatte et al., 2022).

The results of Pearson's correlation coefficient showed
that there is a positive and significant relationship
between the feeling of belonging to school and
perceived learning. These results are consistent with
other studies, for example (Strakoz and Miller, 2010;
Rejan et al., 2022; Aker and Shaheen, 2022 and Vilati,
Pichi, and Benjamin, 2022). In the explanation of these
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results, it can be said that students who have a higher
sense of belonging to the school believe that they can
handle the tasks of a lesson and are interested in that
lesson and are aware of its importance and application
in the future. to master that lesson and acquire the
necessary proficiency; That is, they choose the goal of
dominating a tendency.
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
