efficacy and thinking styles. Thus, that variablese positive effects on
increasing creativity. Such variables include shide personality,

intelligence, social class, orphanage, anxietypschdministration, sources,
equipment and creation of art activity haven't gigant relationship with

students' creativity. Furthermore, the results-tafst and ANOVA indicate

that effect size of student’'s gender and studyestdgstudents do not affect
student’s creativity.
