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Ofo][Eqil:H The present study aimed to compare attachment style, happiness and anxiety among
adolescent students with epilepsy and normal students.

This study is causal-comparative research. The population of the study included all 12 to 18-
year-old middle and high school students in Ahvaz. The sample consisted of 48 students (24 epileptic
students and 24 non-epileptic students) who were selected using the availability sampling.

The results showed a significant difference between the two groups in terms of attachment
and happiness. However, the two groups did not differ significantly in terms of anxiety variables.

Students with epilepsy in terms of happiness were poorer and more in dire situation. The

Epilepsy, attachment | yisk of epileptic seizures can influence adolescent happiness.

1. Introduction

pilepsy is one of the most common
chronic neurological diseases with a
prevalence of about one percent and is
one of the most common chronic
neurological diseases in general public
(Saddok, Saddok, & Rizzo, 2017).
Attachment is one of the psychological
factors in which epilepsy can play a
role. In this regard, researchers have put
great emphasis on the effect of
childhood attachment relationships and
childhood care methods on the
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development of anxiety and the evolution of anxiety
disorders. In certain brain injury diseases, such as
epilepsy, it is difficult to treat patients' anxiety without
understanding the patient's personality. Another factor
that can affect the lives of people with epilepsy is
happiness. Happiness has positive consequences on
lifestyle and academic success and increases the desire
for behaviors that are associated with academic success.
Findings have showed that happiness in people with
epilepsy is low and these people do not have a good
quality of life (Walker & Colosimo, 2011). This
research suggests that there may be a link between
happiness and epilepsy.
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Another factor that affects epilepsy is anxiety. The
percentage of epileptic patients in psychiatric hospitals is
higher than the general public and symptoms of anxiety
and depression are among the most common
neuropsychiatric disorders in patients with epilepsy
admitted to psychiatric hospitals that can cause
complications such as personal and social disabilities,
decreased performance and quality of life, increase in the
need for drug and its side-effects and increase in mortality
(Sadok et al., 2017). Research on the health of epileptic
patients, especially anxiety, has shown that people with
epilepsy develop behavioral and emotional problems such
as depression and anxiety and may develop physical
problems that can lead to learning difficulties (Rodenberg,
Stemes, Major, Aldenkamp, & Dekovich, 2005). Various
studies have shown an association between epilepsy and
psychiatric disorders (Lantium, Bartholomew, & Bashtin
Toniazo, 2009). Given that many characteristics of
adolescence, such as puberty, independence, peer
pressure, interact with epilepsy and the curriculum, and
create a variety of academic and socio-emotional issues,
the present study seeks to find an answer to the question
that whether there is a difference between the attachment
style, happiness, and anxiety of epileptic and non-epileptic
adolescent students?

2. Materials and Methods

The present study was a descriptive causal-
comparative study. The population of this study was
all students aged 12 to 18 years old in the middle and
high schools of Ahvaz in the academic year of 2016-
2017. The sample consisted of 48 students (24
epileptic students and 24 non-epileptic students) who
were selected using availability sampling.

Simpson Attachment Styles Questionnaire: The
Attachment Styles Questionnaire was developed by
(Simpson, 1990). This questionnaire consists of 13
sentences and it is scored on a 5-point Likert scale
from strongly agree to strongly disagree. These 5
degrees are scored from 1 to 5, respectively. By
summing the scores of the questions related to each
attachment style, three separate scores are obtained,
which include the three styles of safe, avoidance, and
ambivalent anxiety, and the score that excels is
identified as the individual attachment style. The
reliability of this questionnaire was estimated to be
0.70 and 0.89, respectively, in terms of Cronbach's
alpha and re-implementation of time intervals of one
week to two years. To evaluate the validity of this
questionnaire, Simpson used the attachment scale
developed by (Fei & Berscheid, 1977), the results of
which are as follows: dependence in men in the safe
group 0.26, avoidance -0.28 and ambivalent 0.5 - is in
the safe group 0.22, avoidance -0.30 and ambivalent -
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0.5. Simpson also reported the reliability of this test
through Cronbach's alpha of 0.81 (Simpson, 1990).
Oxford Happiness Questionnaire: This questionnaire
was prepared in 1989 by Aragil and Lou and has 29
items. Each item of this questionnaire has four options,
the options of which are scored from zero to three,
respectively. The sum of the scores of the 29 items
constitutes the total score of the scale with the
maximum score indicating high level of happiness
(Alipoor & Noorbala, 1999). Aragil et al. Reported a
coefficient of 0.90 in 1992 to determine the reliability
of the Oxford Happiness Questionnaire using
Cronbach's alpha. (Safarzadeh & Marashian, 2014).
Reliability of Oxford Happiness Questionnaire
Cronbach's alpha and halving methods were used
which for the whole questionnaire were 0.97 and 0.97,
respectively. These coefficients indicate the desired
reliability. Aragil and Martin obtained a coefficient of
043 in 1989 by correlating the Happiness
Questionnaire and a ten-point scale. The correlation
coefficients of the Oxford Happiness Questionnaire
with the Bard Bourne Emotion Scale were 0.32, the
correlation with the life satisfaction of Aragil was
0.57, the correlation with the Fleming Social Scale
was 0.65 and the correlation with the Beck Depression
Scale was 0.52 (Alipoor & Noorbala, 1999). To
calculate the validity of the questionnaire (Safarzadeh
& Marashian, 2014), it was correlated with Beck self-
concept test and it was found that there is a significant
positive relationship between the two (p <0.001 and r
= 0.52). Also, Cronbach's alpha obtained for this
questionnaire is 0.89.

Zank Anxiety Scale: This test consists of 20 questions
based on the physical-emotional symptoms of anxiety.
In order to make this scale, diagnostic criteria have
been used that are consistent with the most common
features of anxiety disorder. This scale was also scored
using a 4-point Likert scale (Khajepour, 2017). Its
reliability has been calculated by internal consistency
method and a coefficient of 0.84 has been reported,
which indicates high reliability (Langher, Kourkoutas,
Scurci, & Tolve, 2010). Several studies have been
conducted on the validity of the scale, and the results
indicate that this scale, at a statistically significant
level, continuously distinguishes patients with anxiety
disorders from other classes. In these studies, which
showed the correlation between Hamilton Anxiety
Scale and Zanke Anxiety Scale, Pearson correlation
method was used, which is equal to 0.71 and
represents a favorable correlation coefficient
(Shahtaheri, Hosseinian, Ebrahimi, Jalilabadi, &
Mirderikvand, 2016). In this study, Cronbach's alpha
for the questionnaire was 0.79.

4. Discussion and Conclusion

The aim of this study was to compare attachment,
happiness and anxiety styles in epileptic and non-
epileptic adolescent students. The results of the
present study revealed that people with epilepsy had
more avoidant attachment style and non-epileptic
people had safe attachment style. But this difference
was not statistically significant. Explaining this
finding, it can be said that attachment style is formed
in the first two years of life, and during this period, in
many cases, the clinical manifestations of epilepsy are
not apparent. Therefore, this disease does not affect
the mother-child relationship and the attachment style
is formed separately from the disease and similar to
normal people in people with epilepsy. On the other
hand, the deep emotional bond that is formed between
the child and the mother in the first two years of life
causes them to use the mother's care as a safe base.
This internal representation becomes an important
component of the personality that acts as a true internal
model, or a set of expectations about the availability
of attachment characters and the possibility of
providing support in times of stress. This mental image
becomes a model or guide for all future intimate
relationships (Bowlby, 2008).

The results of the present study show that there is a
significant difference between the two groups of
epileptic and non-epileptic adolescents in terms of
happiness. This means that happiness in epileptic
students is lower than normal people. Happiness is an
emotional state that reflects positive emotions and life
satisfaction, which can be affected by many diseases.
Barak and Achiron (2009) showed that in neurological
diseases such as epilepsy, Huntington's disease, MS
and Parkinson's, happiness is lower than normal
people, which is consistent with the results of the
present study. Explaining these findings, we can say

that the reason for less happiness of epileptics is the
low level of quality of life and life satisfaction. But
they realize that they are different from others, and
sometimes they even value themselves less. They have
learned to be cautious in many things, for example,
they know that jobs such as driving and surgery are
risky. These limitations, in addition to their weak and
inappropriate self-concept, as well as the attention and
emphasis of others, family and friends to their disease,
and even the inappropriate effect of drugs, can lead to
the formation of happiness and satisfaction in life less
than their counterparts.

The results of the present study show that there is no
significant difference between the two groups of
epileptic and non-epileptic adolescents in terms of
anxiety. The research of Williams, Stell, Sharp, Reese,
Tonya and Bates (2013), who compared anxiety in
children and adolescents with epilepsy, showed that
the prevalence of anxiety in children and adolescents
with epilepsy is higher than children and adolescents
with epilepsy. It is not consistent with the results of the
present study. This can be due to the anti-anxiety effect
of medications that people with epilepsy use to control
epilepsy, which reduces their anxiety. In another
explanation, it can be said that antiepileptic drugs on
the one hand reduce epileptic seizures and on the other
hand have an adverse effect on a person's behavior and
psychological characteristics (Mensah, Beavis,
Thapar, & Kerr, 2007).
